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A planning for pre-ICMPC-Rencon: toward the ICMPC-Rencon’08

The 7" Rencon (contest for performance rendering systems) will be held a special event of
ICMPC10 that will be held in 2008 summer. There will be two sections in the Rencon musical
contest at ICMPC10: an autonomous section, and a type-in section. In the autonomous section, we
have a plan for a competition where systems have to generate performance of newly created musical
piece on site. This is the first trial for Rencon, so we need to verify feasibility of the system
rendering process.
